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Abstract

Language competence plays an axial role in the acquisition of a foreign language and
for teaching this language to foreigners, it is necessary to adapt the language
competence on the mechanisms of speech in the native language. Based on the fact that
the language classification takes into account only the formal structure, it has become
impossible to clearly distinguish the quantitative changes of language elements that
change according to phonetic rules. The adaptation of language competence to
recognize quantitative changes in the basic elements of languages will seriously help
students to understand the language changes that they are subject to with full
grammatical categorization and easily extract the rules by which language competence
acts consciously and subconsciously. Thus, a foreign student can know the internal



laws of a foreign language and compare them with what is in his native language, so
it will be easy for him to establish the laws under which all the words of the same class
(foreign) are categorized and formed.
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Abstract

Findings of an exploratory study conducted with a sample of instructors and students
at King Saud University showed several shortcomings in the teaching of reading at
Saudi high schools. To enable high school students to be efficient readers while in
school and after finishing school, the author set several quality criteria that the high
school reading program should meet to help students acquire the reading skills and
attain the required learning outcomes. The list of reading criteria included the
following: (i) quality of defining comprehensive reading objectives (skills); (ii) quality
of designing interesting and attractive reading textbooks; (iii) quality of selecting
reading texts with contemporary and global themes and that are diverse in themes and
forms; (iv) quality of designing reading exercises; (v) quality of designing reading
tests; (vi) quality of preparing the reading teacher; (vi) teaching reading in the content
areas such as chemistry, physics, history, geography and others together with the
specialized material; (vii) instilling reading habits among the students; (viii) training
students to search for information online and in the library; and (xi) training students
to read online. The study gives detailed quality criteria for teaching reading to
secondary school students.
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Abstract

The present study is aimed to identify the role of courses system in developing
metacognitive thinking skills among high school female students in Dammam, as well
as to identify the differences between students of literary and scientific specialization
in metacognitive thinking skills (self-control, planning, and self-evaluation). To
achieve the study goals, a test of metacognitive thinking skills was prepared and
applied to first-level students (novices who were not studying the courses system (credit
hours) and students of the sixth level final year who are about to graduate and studied
courses system. The number of students (82) was distributed as follows: 38 first level
students, 44 final year students. The data was addressed statistically using test
statistical results: there are significant differences (at 0.05) between the students of the
first year and the end of high school students in the skill of self-control as well as in
the skill of self-evaluation, as well as the total score of the scale (meta cognitive
thinking skills) to the benefit of students who are studying courses system and the
average size of the impact, while the results did not yield statistically significant
differences in the planning skill, also the results yielded no differences between the
students in metacognitive thinking skills due to the variable of academic specialization.

Abstract

The paper deals with the concept of moral responsibility of the individual and the
stages of its formation in the religious texts interpreted by the outstanding scholars of
the Islamic lore (Abdullakh Draz, Nadim al-Jisri, al-Gazali, al-Mauardi, Ibn
Miskuaikh, Abu al’Kasim, etc.).

Abstract

Although there is no uniform definition of “terrorism”, the majority of existing ones
include at least one common characteristic of terrorist activities — that is an attempt at
intimidation and influencing the common consciousness. Some researchers posit that
terrorism might be described as an act of violence conceived to attract attention and
send a message through the raised publicity (Hoffmann, 1998).

That is, activities in the field of information may be perceived as as one of the principal
parts of modus operandi of terrorist organisations. Starting the XXI Century,
information activities of terror groups transform from the reporting instrument to the
stand-alone self-sufficient track creating info-propaganda materials. In this work, we
study evolution process in the field of info-activities of the terror groups through the
Islamic State case-study. We analyse factors influencing adaptation process of
information strategies of terror groups as affected by the changing environment.
Considering the centrality of the information instruments in the functionality of terror
organizations, we thus create a certain resource base needed to conduct further
research and forecast developments in the crisis situations in order to facilitate
decision-making process in the sphere of the counter-terrorist activities.

Abstract
